
The ADA’s National Literary Award recognises the best item contributed by 
a member and published in Australia Deer during the previous year.

The Australian Deer Editorial Panel 
commissions and pays for a small 
number of items in each issue of the 
magazine. All other items published, 
including cover photographs, opinion 
pieces, product and hunting news, ‘how 
to’ items, hunting stories, reviews and 
reminisces are contributed by members 
and are not paid for. Commissioned 
works are excluded from the judging of 
the Literary Award so that the voluntary 
efforts of members receive due credit.

This past year saw some great 
contributions to the magazine by a 
range of people both young and old, 
new-chum and experiences hunters, 
female and male, as well as novice 
and experienced authors. They are not 

named here as the list would be too long 
and any omissions would be unfair to 
those individuals who made the effort.

Our many supporters have clearly made 
Australian Deer the most polished and 
informative deer-related magazine in 
the country. Not being driven purely by 
commercial considerations and having 
the resources of the Association behind 
us, we have been able to publish a 
broader spectrum of material, including 
on game management, conservation, 
politics and the evolution of the deer 
scene both here and overseas.

The Editorial Panel agreed that three 
stories on hunting chamois, roe buck, 
moufl on and wild boar in France written 

by Robert Butterworth deserved our 
Literary Award for 2018 — the stories 
were well written and supported by 
some great photographs. Robert’s items 
featured in the March/April, July/August 
and September/October editions of the 
magazine. Well done Robert.

In concluding, the Editorial Panel would 
once again like to express our thanks to 
all of our contributors and urge them to 
continue to support the magazine — not 
just reports of the overseas trip of a 
lifetime, but local hunts, interesting 
or unique events, deer-relevant 
news — anything that other readers will 
fi nd of interest.
